Introduction
[bookmark: _GoBack]A Global Conference on Universal Health Coverage will be convened on December 5-6, 2013 in Japan. This Conference will be co-organized by the Government of Japan and the World Bank under the Japan-Bank Partnership Program for Universal Health Coverage (Partnership Program). The Partnership Program supported systematic analyses of health policies and programs in a number of low, middle and high countries including Japan, with the aim of drawing lessons from experiences in divergent contexts to inform and assist low and middle income countries aspiring to achieve and to maintain Universal Health Coverage. The Conference will disseminate the key findings and recommendations from the country case studies and global analysis conducted under this joint study.
The Conference will bring together some 200 participants from low and middle income countries, representatives from international partner agencies and civil society involved in global health, international experts in health policy, as well as Japanese researchers and policy makers. The Conference aims to promote the exchange of knowledge, experiences and different perspectives on the challenges and opportunities facing governments and communities who are committed to achieving and sustaining Universal Health Coverage.
The Conference will take place over two days. 
· The first day will be organized as a Technical Round Table, at which the lead researchers and policy analysts from each participating country will present the key findings from their case studies. The Japan case study will be featured prominently to discuss the relevance of its UHC experience for the developing countries.

· The second day will be organized as a High Level Forum at the Ministerial level. This day will focus on: (i) the emerging lessons from a synthesis of global experiences in Universal Health Coverage; (ii) relevance of Japan’s UHC experience for the low and middle income countries; and (iii) plenary discussions to promote an exchange of views from the participating Ministers and senior officials, civil society representatives, and international and bilateral partner agencies.
